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Since its establishment in 1952,  
St. Kilian’s has developed into a modern 
and forward-thinking European 
campus, welcoming boys and girls of all 
nationalities, cultures and religions. The 
school stretches the entire educational 
cycle from Kindergarten (Junior Infants) 
through to Leaving Certificate. 

While we follow the Irish curriculum in 
subjects such as English and Maths and 
place a strong emphasis on German in 
subjects such as Arts and Music, 
German as a language is taught daily. 
German is not a requirement to enrol 
into Kindergarten, Primary School or 
1st Year Secondary School.

European Tradition
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St. Kilian’s is one of 135 German Schools 
Abroad with a total of over 84,000 
students in 72 countries throughout 
the world, creating a truly global 
family. Together we have built a global 
campus that allows us to participate in 
overarching projects between schools on 
an international basis. This provides our 
students with many opportunities for 
foreign language and cultural exchanges.

As a German School Abroad our teaching 
staff includes specialist teachers seconded 
from Germany, many of whom have 
worked in other countries and are able to 
employ their international experience for 
the benefit of our students.

Otherwise, our staff come from all corners 
of the world bringing with them myriad 
cultural and educational experience. 
Importantly and uniquely, the diversity in 
our student population is reflected in our 
staff.

A Global Family
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Kindergarten & Primary School

Junior & Senior Infants 
Caring support, holistic development and 
bilingualism are the cornerstones of our bilingual 
Kindergarten. The guiding principle for our 
curriculum is to raise independent and self-
sufficient children who, by the end of the two 
years, are fully prepared to enter into 1st class of 
our Primary School.

Elements of the German Kindergarten 
education are combined with those of the Irish 
curriculum, thus providing a learning context in 
which the children are supported holistically.

Our Kindergarten staff comprises native 
German and native English speakers allowing the 
children to progress natively in both languages. 
There is a huge emphasis on German in these 
two years laying a strong foundation for first 
class and beyond.
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Active Children

Our One Teacher – One 
Language approach means that 
teachers communicate in their 
native language which are through 
German and through English.

Through this method of 
immersion, language acquisition 
happens without pressure and 
uses the natural, intuitive learning 
abilities of children.

Our Kindergarten pupils have 
their own exclusive playgrounds 
which they get to use extensively 
throughout the day.

They also have a weekly PE class in 
the School’s gym.

They go on regular nature walks 
in the neighbouring UCD campus 
and also enjoy two annual School 
outings – Wandertage – and a trip 
to the theatre where possible.

Celebrating Language & Culture

In St. Kilian’s, we celebrate our Irish and 
German roots throughout the school year. 

We mark traditions and events from 
both countries: we celebrate Halloween, 
Karneval and St. Patrick’s Day with festivals 
of music, dance and drama. 

Our younger pupils celebrate 
Sankt Martins Tag with a parade of 
lanterns and they are visited by Sankt 
Nikolaus in December.

Our annual Sommerfest marks the 
culmination of the school year where the 
Primary School community comes together 
to socialise.

A great annual highlight is our German 
Christmas Market which is a very popular 
event for the school and wider community.
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We guide and support our pupils in a trusting and 
nurturing learning environment and equip them with 
the best tools to achieve their full learning potential. 

Our Primary School follows the Irish curriculum in 
subjects such as English and Maths while we place a 
strong emphasis on German in subjects such as Arts 
and Music.

German is taught intensively from 1st class by mother 
tongue teachers, with separate classes for native and 
non-native language learners. Additional support 
classes for German are offered to pupils as required.

Classes are taught by a mix of Primary School 
teachers and specialist teachers for subjects such 
as German, Music and PE, thus allowing our pupils 
to benefit from the teachers’ varied and specialist 
experience.

From 5th class our students have the opportunity to 
join our German Curricular Stream in addition to the 
Irish curriculum, and to take part in a trip to Germany.

Irish is introduced in 3rd class and all pupils are 
encouraged to participate in a week-long trip to an 
Irish College in the West of Ireland in 6th class.

Primary School
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Physical Education (P.E.) in Primary School

Physical Education is an integral part 
of the core curriculum delivered by 
Specialist and experienced Sports 
teachers. The children up to 4th class 
have a scheduled PE lesson every day. 
For 5th and 6th classes it is 3 times a 
week. The facilities include a hockey 
astro, a soccer astro, a basketball court, 
a tennis pitch and a large gym hall with 
a full suite of gymnastic equipment. 
The extensive grounds and easy access 
to UCD offer endless opportunities for 
outdoor and adventure activities. 

At the end of the school day families 
can opt for one of the many daily 
extracurricular activities including 
hockey, soccer, tennis, fencing, drama, 
chess and art. We also offer an After 
School Care Programme available 
from Monday to Friday until 5pm. 
During the summer break, St. Kilian’s 
organises its own Summer Camp which 
is open to students from Kindergarten 
to 4th Class and is run by qualified 
staff for 3 to 4 weeks in July.

After School Care and Extra-Curricular Activities
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Eurocampus 
St. Kilian’s Deutsche Schule and the 
Lycée Français International (LFI) 
together form the Eurocampus Dublin 
- one of Ireland’s most exciting and 
innovative educational projects. During 
Junior Cycle in Secondary School, St. 
Kilian’s students are taught in mixed 
classes with their peers from the Lycée 
Français International Samuel Beckett 
(LFI).

The Eurocampus provides a unique 
European learning experience in which 
students not only study together, but 
they forge friendships and develop an 
in-depth understanding of each other’s 
language and culture. 

It also creates a learning environment 
in which different European traditions 
mutually enrich each other to create an 
awareness and acceptance of diversity. 
The Eurocampus students come from 
about 40 different countries.

Secondary School
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St. Kilian’s follows the Irish curriculum for the Junior and 
Leaving Certificate and teaches predominantly through 
English, with the exception of the German Curricular 
Stream. 

We are proud that our students consistently achieve 
excellent academic results in the Irish State Examinations. 
We place equal emphasis on the wellbeing of our students 
and provide them with access to guidance, counselling and 
other assistance and support, if required.

We give our pupils the opportunity to develop their 
interests and talents. We prepare them for their final 
exams and their future careers and equip them with the 
tools to perform to the best of their ability. Our average 
class size in 5th and 6th year is 16-18 students. These 
small groups are very conducive to learning and have 
enabled our students to consistently perform significantly 
above average in State examinations. 
The combination of a broad curriculum, individual support 
and excellent results places our students in a strong 
position to achieve their goals in Ireland, Europe or 
beyond when they graduate from St. Kilian’s.
Many of our students go on to study in Germany and 
work for German companies. Our pupils are headhunted 
for their international experience, high standard of 
education and German language skills. 

The curriculum in 
St. Kilian’s Deutsche 
Schule Dublin is taught 
at Higher Level for the 
Leaving Certificate.

75% of our students 
regularly achieve H1 
or H2 grades. 98% to 
100% of our students 
progress to Third Level 
and continue their 
studies at universities 
and colleges in Ireland, 
UK, Germany and 
other countries 
around Europe and 
internationally.

Academic Excellence
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Citizens of Europe
We celebrate diversity and foster an appreciation for different cultures and opinions. The 
Eurocampus illustrates this in its day-to-day school life.

Each year we offer our secondary school 
students the opportunity to take part in 
a variety of school trips and exchanges 
with schools in Germany and other 
German schools abroad. Examples of past 
trips include exchanges with Würzburg, 
Cologne, Bremen, The Hague and Brussels 
as well as study trips to Paris, Berlin and 
New York. We are also proud to participate 
in the Erasmus+ programme on a regular 
basis, partnering with and visiting schools 
all over Europe.
Special annual highlights are also our 
German work placement programme in 
Hamburg and our career guidance trip to 
German Universities:
Hamburg Student Exchange (TY)
This is a unique three-week exchange 
during Transition Year. Students live 
with a German family and undertake 
a work-experience placement for two 
weeks. Students enhance their language 
proficiency and knowledge of the German 
culture, which are key components of 
the Sprachdiplom exams and the Leaving 
Certificate programme. 
Study Trip to German Universities (5th 
year)
Our 5th year students get the opportunity 
to take part in a study trip over 5-days 
where they visit six German Universities 
in Munich, Würzburg and Mainz as part 
of Careers Guidance. The trip allows 
our students to learn about study and 
career opportunities in Germany, to get 
information on how to apply and to get an 
idea of German universities.
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International Competitions

Jugend musiziert – A German music 
competition under the patronage of the 
President of Germany. The first round 
is held in Dublin, the second round in 
another European capital.

Nordeuropa filmt! – Film making 
competition with students from other 
German schools abroad.

Europaspiele - A sports competition 
with students from other German 
schools abroad. Usually takes place in 
Brussels.

Elyseé Treaty Debate – A joint debate 
for senior cycle students of St. Kilian’s 
and the LFI to mark the anniversary 
of the treaty of friendship between 
Germany and France.

Numbers Race – A Mathematics 
competition for classes 5-10 in both 
Eurocampus schools. The winners are 
invited to a reception at the French or 
German Embassy.

Model Council of the European Union 
Debate – The Model Council is designed 
as a simulation of a meeting of the 
Council of the European Union. Each 
school takes on the role of one of the 28 
EU Member States. Schools are asked to 
adopt a stance either in favour or against 
the proposal and encouraged to research 
and to adopt the official position of the 
assigned Member State.

German is taught at many different levels to suit native 
speakers as well as foreign language learners of different 
exams. Through intensive and enhanced German lessons 
in small groups, our students achieve a level of German 
language proficiency that is above the level of the Leaving 
Certificate.
Ambitious students have the additional opportunity to 
follow our German Sek I Programme at Gymnasium level 
alongside the Irish curriculum up to 4th Year (10th class), 
at the end of which they will sit the exams to achieve the 
German Sek I certificate, which is unique in Ireland.

Sprachdiplom
All students are given the opportunity to sit the 
Sprachdiplom, a German language certificate that certifies 
standards of German language skills required to study 
or work in Germany. The Sprachdiplom is a passport for 
entry to German universities and thus opens up options for 
studies in Germany.

German / Sek I Programme
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Our students can choose to sit the 
Bilingual Leaving Certificate which 
requires them to study two subjects, 
German and History, through a mixture 
of German and English. This subject 
is approved by the Department of 
Education and is unique to St. Kilian’s 
Deutsche Schule Dublin. The Bilingual 
Leaving Certificate has supported 
our students into undergraduate 
programmes at Irish, German and 
international universities, including 
Cambridge, Oxford and Georgetown 
University.

The modular structure of our 
Transition Year allows students to 
experience a wide range of extra-
curricular activities in addition 
to their academic subjects. Our 
students are encouraged to 
complete the Gaisce Award and 
enjoy an overnight stay in an 
outdoor facility at the beginning 
of the School year as well as 
week-long explorer course at the 
end of the year.

The highlight of Transition Year is 
a three-week student exchange 
to Hamburg which includes two-
weeks’ work experience, a trip 
to Berlin and other outings and 
activities.
